Capoeira is a disguised mock fight in a circle of
music and chants represeming struggle, iberation
and balance. The chants speak of capoeira’s history
and recount storles and philosophies, The music
creates the almaost trance-like state which (akes
the participants away from their daily life towards
a place of freedom of mind, body and soul. The
mavemants are derived from working in the caie
fields and those of animals.
